●​ Winners are selected for recognition based on excellence in the following areas: 
Branded Content, Commercials & Marketing, Immersive & Mixed Reality, 
Non-Broadcast, Online and Television Series, Shows & Segments, Social Video and 
Film & Shorts. 

●​ Entrants are judged by The Telly Awards Judging Council—an industry body of over 
250 leading experts including advertising agencies, production companies, and major 
television networks including Adobe, RunwayML, MSG Sphere Studios, Bustle Digital 
Group, Billion Dollar Boy, Netflix, Shutterstock, Unit 9, Whaler, Meta Creative Shop.

●​ The 46th Annual Telly Awards honored work that celebrates the creativity that emerges 
when Stories Take Shape in bold and innovative ways. New categories this year include 
Film & Shorts, Outdoor & Adventure, and Brand Partnerships. 

●​ Global entries included work from across Europe, including Sweden, Spain, Greece and 
Germany and from across Asia including Korea, Singapore, Hong Kong and China and 
the Middle East including Saudi Arabia, the United Arab Emirates, and Qatar. 

●​ The 2025 Telly Media Company of the Year is Asharq Network, a 24/7 television 
channel and news portal powered by Bloomberg with a focus on regional and global 
economics across the Arab world and beyond. The Telly Media Company of the Year is 
the organization with the most success in the Annual Telly Awards competition, across 
Gold, Silver and Bronze.  

●​ The 2025 Telly Production Company of the Year is Sawhorse Productions. This 
new honor goes to the production company that earns the most unique Gold, Silver and 
Bronze wins across multiple verticals, demonstrating excellence across all screens.
